MINERAL RESOURCE – THERMO MINERAL WATER

1. The Grantor is Republic of Macedonia – the Government of the Republic of Macedonia.

2. Subject of this public call is granting the concession for exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water according to the Decision for start of procedure for granting the concession for exploitation of the mineral resource thermo mineral water, No. 41-4466/1 dated 12.06.2012 (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” No.76/12), for the following:

THERMO MINERAL WATER
· Mineral resource – thermo mineral water at the location “v.Proevce” – Kumanovska Banja, municipality of Kumanovo 
3. The concession for exploitation of the mineral resource thermo mineral water is granted for a period of 30 (thirty) years, with a possibility to extend it for another period, but not longer than 30 (thirty) years, calculated from the day of conclusion of the Concession agreement for exploitation of mineral resource - thermo mineral water.  

4. All domestic and foreign legal and physical entities that will obtain tender documentation and will fulfill the conditions pursuant the determined in the tender documentation have the right to participate at the Public Call.

5. The tender documentation contains information regarding the location for which the concession for exploitation of mineral resources- thermo mineral water is granted, as well as, the value of the concession project expressed as starting value of the concession and the conditions to be fulfilled by the concessionaire.

6. The bidders obligatory have to submit the following documentation for confirmation of the personal, professional and financial conditions that they need to fulfill for participation at the Public Call: 

1) document for registered activity issued by the responsible organ (certificate that it is allocated on the official list of registered trade companies lead by the responsible state organ or confirmation from responsible organ for certification that it fulfills the conditions prescribed by Law);

2) for domestic legal persons: Information about the economic – financial situation of the subject issued by the Central Register of the Republic of Macedonia;

· for foreign legal persons: positive audit report from renovated audit institution registered for practicing audit. Audit report contains data for the complete economic operation of the foreign bidder for the last year.
3) Positive financial report for the last two fiscal years. If the legal person is registered in a period shorter than that, the financial reports should be submitted for the period since registration;
4) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country for paid taxes, contributions and other public payments;

5) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that for the person no bankruptcy procedure has been opened;

6) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that for the person no liquidation procedure has been opened;

7) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that the person is not sentenced with penalty for criminal act;

8) Document from competent organ of the original country that the person is not sentenced with penalty for prohibition of executing professional activity;

9) statement verified by Notary from responsible person of the legal person that the legal person or member of its organ of management or supervisory organ is not convicted with executive court verdict for the following criminal acts: corruption, fraud and money laundry. 

· for the foreign bidders it is necessary such statement to be verified by Notary or other organ if in the origin country there is no such institution that verifies such type of statements.

10) for consortium it is necessary each member of the group to fulfill all of the personal, professional and financial conditions of this point.
Only bids of the bidders that are estimated as capable shall be subject to evaluation.

7. The complete bid has to be in Macedonian language. The auxiliary documentation to the bid, required pursuant the tender documentation, has to be original (or copy certified by notary) and one copy of these documents. 

If the bidders are foreign, this documentation should be translated by authorized court translator in Macedonian language. The documentations must not be older than 6 months from the day of the opening of the Public Call, except for the Audit report. 

8. The bidders cannot submit more than one bid for this location. 

It is not allowed participation of one economic operator, i.e. bidder: 

-simultaneously in more consortia, or

-simultaneously as independent bidder and as member of consortia.

In such case, the Commission shall reject all of the bids of such economic operator, that is, bidder.

9. Deadline for obtaining the tender documentation is at latest by September 30, 2012 until 12:00 local time. The tender documentation is obtained in the Archive of the Ministry of Economy (St. Jurij Gagarin, No. 15, 1000 Skopje, Republic of Macedonia) every working day in the period from 10:00 to 12:00 local time.

10. The bids should be with validity of one year counted from the date of the public opening of the bids.

The person that will obtain the tender documentation must submit authorization from the company for which it obtains the documentation, evidence for executed payment in original and to submit all necessary contact information and address of the subject for which it obtains the tender documentation. On contrary, the person will not be able to obtain tender documentation.

When obtaining the Tender documentation, the interested bidder is obliged to make payment of non-refundable funds in the amount of 6 000,00 (six thousand) Denars.

Payment must be made in favor of the Ministry of Economy with designation: for obtaining tender documentation for granting concession for exploitation of the mineral resource thermo mineral water. 11. The deadline for submission of bids is at latest until September 30, 2012. Only the bids submitted in the Archive of the Ministry of Economy (St. Jurij Gagarin” No. 15, 1000 Skopje, Republic of Macedonia), at latest until September 30, 2012 until 12:00 local time shall be reviewed.

12. The bids are submitted in one original version (or copy verified by notary) and one copy.

13. The bids are opened in presence of the members or the deputies of the members of the Commission competent for implementation of the Public Call and the authorized representatives of the bidders that obtained Tender documentation. The authorized representatives are obliged to submit Authorization for presence at the public opening issued by the interested bidder.

14. The bid should contain the following:

· letter with bid and

· documents with which is proved the fulfillment of the personal, professional and financial conditions of the bidder, stated in Point 6 in this Public Call.

15. During the selection of the best bidder, only the bids that contain complete documentation will be reviewed prescribed in the tender documentation.

16. Criterion pursuant to which will be made the selection of the most favorable bid is the highest offered concession fee, but not lower than the starting price for the location and the mineral resource subject to this Public Call.

Condition for evaluation of the bids is valid Tender guarantee.

17. The public opening of the bids will be held on September 30, 2012 at 12:00 local time.

18. The obligations of the concessionaire will be determined in the Concession Agreement for exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water. The concessionaire is obliged to execute the exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water in accordance to the valid laws and regulations in the Republic of Macedonia.

19. The Government of the Republic of Macedonia: may amend or supplement the tender documentation at latest 15 days prior to the expiry of the deadline for submission of the bids, not grant the concessions or terminate the procedure in complete.

20. Manner of opening the bids:

The opening of the bids will be public, including of the submitted withdrawals. The opening of the bids will be on September 30, 2012 at 12:00 local time.

At the opening may participate authorized representatives of the bidders and for that they are obliged to submit authorization for participation at the public opening issued by the interested bidder.

In case there are amendments in relation to the place of the opening of the bids, the bidders will be timely informed.

The opening of the bids will be in two steps, as follows:

In the first step is opened only the Envelope 1 (Obligatory documentation). In this phase is checked only the completeness of the documentation.

If it is determined that the documentation is not complete, the other envelop shall not be opened and immediately, on the day of opening of the bids shall be returned to the authorized representatives of the bidders.

In the second step, after the confirmation of the completeness of the documentation of the first envelope, is opened the other envelop. From the content of the other envelop publicly are read the offered parameters.

The commission shall prepare Minutes of the opening of the bids in which will be described the procedure of the course of the opening, the possible remarks of the present authorized representatives of the bidders and the explanations of the Commission.

Enclosed to the Minutes, there will be a list of the present persons at the opening.

The Commission shall make the evaluation of the bids at special session after which ranking of the qualified bids shall be made in deadline of 30 days after the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids.

21. Competent organ for deciding upon the complaints in procedure for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resource –thermo mineral water is the State Commission for complaints on public procurements (Bul. “Ilinden” No. 63 A, 1000 Skopje, Republic of Macedonia). Complaint may be filed in deadline of eight days from the day of:

· Publishing of the Public Call for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resource –thermo mineral water in relation to the data, actions or omissions of undertaking actions from the Public Call;

· Opening the bids, in relation to actions or omissions for taking actions related to the tender documentation, i.e. the procedure for opening the bids; 

· Reception of the decision with which is decided about separate right of the procedure for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resource –thermo mineral water, and

· Knowledge of illegal leading of the procedure of granting concession for exploitation of mineral resource –thermo mineral water, at latest in deadline of one year from the day of completion of the implemented procedure.

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1. Procedure for granting concession

1.1. General part

The procedure for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resource shall be implemented by the Commission for implementation of the procedure for granting concessions for exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water,  pursuant to the Law on Concessions and Public Private Partnership (“Official Gazette of Republic of Macedonia”, No. 6/12), where each bidder may submit only one offered package. 

The Grantor of Concession may make amendments and supplementation of the tender documentation pursuant to the provisions of this Law, at latest 15 (fifteen) days prior to the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids and those would be submitted to the economic operators that obtained Tender documentation.

The period for which is granted the exploitation concessions of mineral resource – thermo mineral water is 30 (thirty) years, with possibility for extension for additional period, but no longer then 30(thirty) years, calculated from the day of concluding the Concession Agreement for exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water.

In the Concession Agreement correspondingly shall be incorporated the specific remarks from certain organs of the state administration. 

All domestic and foreign legal and natural entities and consortia that will obtain tender documentation and will fulfill the conditions pursuant the determined in the tender documentation have the right to participate at the Public Call.
It is not allowed participation of one economic operator, i.e. bidder simultaneously in more consortia or simultaneously as independent bidder and as a member of consortium.
In this case the Commission shall reject all bids of such an economic operator, i.e. bidder. 
1.2.   Grantor

1.3. Subject (location and type of mineral resource) of the concession 
Subject of this public call is granting the concession for exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water at the location v. Proevce – Kumanovska Banja according to the Decision for start of procedure for granting the concession for exploitation of the mineral resource thermo mineral water, No. 41-4466/1 dated 12.06.2012 (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” No.76/12), for the following:

THERMO MINERAL WATER
· Mineral resource – thermo mineral water at the location “v.Proevce” – Kumanovska Banja, municipality of Kumanovo 
1.4.    Objective of concession
The basic objectives for granting the concession for exploitation is creation of conditions for new investments and new jobs and creation of conditions for exploitation of thermo mineral water. 
1.5.   Period for which the concession is granted
The period for which is granted the exploitation concessions of mineral resource – thermo mineral water is 30 (thirty) years, with possibility for extension for additional period, but no longer then 30(thirty) years, calculated from the day of concluding the Concession Agreement for exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water.

1.6. Deadline for obtaining the tender documentation 
Deadline for obtaining the tender documentation is at latest by September 30, 2012. The tender documentation is obtained in the Archive of the Ministry of Economy every working day in the period from 10:00 to 12:00 local time.

All costs related to the preparation and submissions of the bid are on expense of the bidder.

1.7.   Deadline for submission of bids
Deadline for submission of bids is September 30, 2012 until 12:00 local time. 

Only bids arrived in the Archive of the Ministry of Economy in the determined deadline will be reviewed. 
1.8.  Validity deadline of bids
Bids should be valid one year calculated from the day of opening the bids. 
1.9.  Address at which bids are submitted

1.10. Types of guarantees and conditions of guarantees 

-Guarantee for participation in the procedure (Tender Guarantee)
As integral part of the bid, the bidder shall submit a tender guarantee pursuant to Article 27 of the Law on Concession and Public Private Partnership (“Official Gazette of Republic of Macedonia” No. 06/12). The form of the tender guarantee is given in ANNEX C.

The amount of the tender guarantee shall present at least 20% of the offered price submitted by the bidder.

The tender guarantee shall be with validity of at least 30 days after the expiry date of validity of the bid.

The Grantor within, a deadline of 7 days after concluding the Concession Agreement with the most favorable bidder, shall return the Tender guarantee to other bidders that participated in the Public Call. 
The tender guarantee shall be returned to the most favorable bidder, after concluding the Concession Agreement. 
The tender guarantee is collected in favor of the Grantor if the selected bidder refuses the invitation to conclude Concession Agreement and does not sign the Agreement and if withdraws the bid prior to the expiry of the period of its validity.

1.11.  Law and language at which bids should be written 
In the procedure and the Concession Agreement shall be applied the laws of the Republic of Macedonia. In case there are versions or parts of the Tender documentation that are written in more languages, the version that is in Macedonian language shall prevail. The legal communication will be in the Macedonian.  
The Bid shall be submitted in Macedonian language. Foreign bidders may, yet are not obliged, to submit as addition also a version in English language. 

1.12. Personal, professional and financial conditions 
The bidders obligatory have to submit the following documentation for confirmation of the personal, professional and financial conditions that they need to fulfill for participation at the Public Call: 

1) document for registered activity issued by the responsible organ (certificate that it is allocated on the official trade registry lead by the responsible state organ or confirmation from responsible organ for certification that it fulfills the conditions prescribed by Law);
2) for domestic legal persons: Information about the economic – financial situation of the subject issued by the Central Register of the Republic of Macedonia;

· for foreign legal persons: positive audit report from renovated audit institution registered for practicing audit. Audit report contains data for the complete economic operation of the foreign bidder for the last year.
3) Positive financial report for the last two fiscal years. If the legal person is registered in a period shorter than that, the financial reports should be submitted for the period since registration;
4) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country for paid taxes, contributions and other public payments;

5) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that for the person no bankruptcy procedure has been opened;

6) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that for the person no liquidation procedure has been opened;

7) Document from the responsible organ of the origin country that the person is not sentenced with penalty for criminal act;

8) Document from competent organ of the original country that the person is not sentenced with penalty for prohibition of executing professional activity;
9) statement verified by Notary from responsible person of the legal person that the legal person or member of its organ of management or supervisory organ is not convicted with executive court verdict for the following criminal acts: corruption, fraud and money laundry (ANNEX D);
· for the foreign bidders it is necessary such statement to be verified by Notary or other organ if in the origin country there is no such institution that verifies such type of statements.

10) for consortium it is necessary each member of the group to fulfill all of the personal, professional and financial conditions of this point.
1.13.Minimum criteria for proving the economic and financial condition 
Beside the positive financial report for the last two years, bidders should also meet the following minimum criterion for evaluation of the economic and financial condition: 
-net realised annual profit of at least 10.000,00 EUR, in the last two years, 

Newly established entities should meet the following minimum criterion for evaluating the economic and financial condition:
- minimum founding capital of 10.000,00 EUR.

Only bids by bidders evaluated as capable shall be subject of evaluation. 
1.14. Criteria according to which is selected the most favorable bid 
Criterion according to which is done the selection of the most favorable bid is the highest offered price of the bidder, but not lower than the starting price for the location and mineral resource subject of this public call (determined in point 1.16). 
Condition for evaluation of the bids is regular Tender guarantee. 
The concession for exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water shall be granted to the bidder with highest offered price. 
1.15.   Legal protection (name and address of the competent organ for deciding on complaints and deadlines for submission of complaints) 
Competent organ for solving complaints in procedure for granting concessions for exploitation of mineral resources is the State Commission for complaints on public procurements (Bul. “Ilinden” No. 63 A, 1000 Skopje, Republic of Macedonia).

The complaint is filed in deadline of eight days from the day of:

· Publishing of the Public Call for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resources in relation to the data, actions or omissions of taking actions from the Public Call;

· Opening the bids, in relation to actions or omissions for taking actions related to the tender documentation, i.e. the procedure for opening the bids; 

· Reception of the decision with which is decided about separate right of the procedure for granting concession for exploitation of mineral resources with regards to the determining the capacity of the applications for participation or evaluation of the bids and the decision, and

· Knowledge of illegal leading of the procedure of granting concession for exploitation of mineral resources, at latest in deadline of one year from the day of completion of the implemented procedure.

1.16.   Minimum amount of concession fee 
- The starting price of the concession fee for mineral resource – thermo mineral water for the location v. Proevce-Kumanovska Banja, subject of this public call, pursuant to the methodology of the Schedule of rates for the amount of fees for performing detailed geological researches and concessions for exploitation of mineral resources (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia No. 72/07, 19/09, 105/09, 60/10, 94/10, 12/12 and 53/12) is 6.000.000,00 denars.
1.17. Signing the Concession Agreement 
The deadline for enacting a decision for selection of the most favorable bid is 30 days calculated from the day of expiration of the deadline for submission of bids. 
After the Grantor has submitted to the most favorable bidder the Decision for selection that is, granting of the concession for exploitation, simultaneously it shall send information with which obligatory shall request him to:

1) Pay the offered amount for concession fee in a deadline of 30 days from the day of entry in force of the Decision.

2) Register company in Republic of Macedonia in a deadline of 30 days from the day of entry into force of the Decision if it is a foreign legal person or natural entity or consortium. The registered company needs to be in a form of Limited Liability Company– DOO, Sole proprietorship limited liability company -DOOEL, or Joint Stock Company – AD and
3) Submit evidence from a competent institution for employment of at least 2 persons and that they would be enabled to acquire a right of working relations. 
The content of the Concession Agreement shall not be negotiated.

After the Concessionaire fulfills the conditions of this point and makes payment of the offered amount, the Grantor of Concession in deadline not longer than 30 days from the day of entry into force of the Decision, shall send announcement with which it will invite the Concessionaire to sign the Concession Agreement.

During the signing of the Concession Agreement, the Concessionaire (the newly established company) will be asked to keep the same capital participation/structure as during the establishment of the company.

1.18.     Not signing and annulment of the Agreement 
If the most favorable bidder fails to meet the requirements stated in point 1.17 for signing of the Concession Agreement or refuses to sign the Concession Agreement, the guarantee for participation in the procedure (Tender guarantee) shall be collected.

The Tender guarantee shall be collected in favor of the Grantor if the selected bidder refuses the invitation to conclude a Concession Agreement and doesn’t sign the Agreement and if it withdraws the bid before the expiration of its validity. 
2.    Other important information
2.1. Visit of locations
It shall be considered that bidders that submitted bid visited the location for which the bid is submitted and that they reviewed all of the conditions for formation of the bid and for execution of the works that are subject to the procedure of this public call. Anything related to the preparation and submission of the bid is at cost of the bidder. 
2.2. Special remarks
The interested bidders, beside the specific remarks contained in the opinions from the organs of the state administration separately enclosed in ANNEX A,  and which refer to different aspects related to the exploitation of mineral resources, should also have in mind the following specifics about the site, and especially:

· The future concessionaire has obligation to solve himself the legal relations for the land or the land users of Republic of Macedonia. 
All of the remarks and opinions that are given by the competent organs and in which are envisaged special conditions and limitations are given in ANNEX A.

The same shall be taken to consideration during the conclusion of the Concession Agreement.

2.3.Changes and supplementation of the tender documentation 
Pursuant Article 24 of the Law on Concession and Public Private Partnership (“Official Gazette of Republic of Macedonia” No. 06/12), the Grantor of Concession reserves the right to make changes and supplementation of the tender documentation, at latest 15(fifteen) days prior to the expiry date for submission of bids.

Each change or supplementing shall present part of the tender documentation and shall be submitted by post or fax to all of the future bidders who obtained tender documentation. The future bidders in written shall confirm to the Grantor the receipt of the changes or supplementation of the tender documentation.

In order to enable reasonable period to the future bidders for preparation of the bid pursuant the possible changes and supplementations of the tender documentation, the Grantor may extend the deadline for submission of bids, as well as the public opening of the bids.

The Grantor reserves the right not to grant the concession for exploitation to any bidder or to fully terminate the procedure. 
2.4.Changes and withdrawing bids 
Prior to the deadline determined in Point 1.7. in the Tender documentation the bidders may withdraw the bid.

The letter for withdrawal of the bid must be prepared pursuant Point 3.1. of the Tender documentation with external and internal envelope. 

In case of withdrawal of the bid before the expiration of the deadline for submission of bids, the Grantor of Concession shall not collect the Tender guarantee.

If the withdrawal of the bid is made in period after the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids, the Grantor of Concession shall collect the Tender guarantee.

2.5. Meeting deadlines
Only the bids arrived in the archive of the Ministry of Economy until September 30, 2012 until 12:00 CET shall be opened on the day of public opening of the bids.

3. Instructions regarding the preparation and submission of the bid 
3.1.Bid  

3.1.1 Manner of formation of bid
It is understood that the bidder has envisaged and examined all conditions and is fully familiarized with the subject for which the Bid is submitted, has specified all things needed for exploitation of the respective mineral resource, for which the Bid is being made, and established the required amount of funds.

OFFERED PACKAGE
Each bidder may submit only one offered package. The offered package should be submitted in one sealed envelope-package (external), containing two sealed internal envelops.
Only Bids submitted in accordance to the following description of the content of the offered package will be considered as validly submitted bids and will be subject of the procedure for this public call:
The offered package must be sealed without any markings, except a label put on a visibible place with the following content:

Article 1

Definitions
Certain terms used in this Agreement shall have the following meaning:
· Year is a period of a calеndar year that begins on January 1 and end on December 31,
· Concession Agreement is Agreement concluded between the Grantor and the Concessionaire together with all Annexes, tender documentation and the Concessionaire’s bid, which represent integral part of this Agreement, 
· Licenses and approvals are approvals, consents, full powers, or similar documentation that may be requested from the Concessionaire, and which is issued by a state organ or other competent organ in accordance to the applicable law of the Republic of Macedonia,

· State organ is organ of the state administration as part of the executive authority in form of ministries, other state administration organs and administrative organisations, 
· Concessionaire’s documents is the complete offered documentation, all opinions, consents, licenses and all other documentation for the subject of concession,

· Denar is the basic legal payment means of the Republic of Macedonia, 
· Date of termination is the date when this Agreement was terminated and ceased to be valid,

· Information for termination is a written information from the contractual party with which the other contracting party is informed about the termination of this Agreement in accordance to the provisions of this Agreement and the applicable law of the Republic of Macedonia, 
· Concession is an act with which is granted an area to be used for exploitation of mineral resource as a good of general interest of the Republic of Macedonia,

· Concession fee is the fee that should be paid, i.e. it is paid by the Concessionaire for the granted Concession for exploitation of mineral resources and it is paid before concluding the Concession Agreement at a relevant payment account in the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia,

· Grantor is the Republic of Macedonia represented by the Government of the Republic of Macedonia,

· Concessionaire is the selected bidder with whom the Grantor signs this Agreement, 
· Location is an area at which exploitation of the mineral resource is done, 
· Applicable law of the Republic of Macedonia is the Constitution, the laws and the international agreements in force in the Republic of Macedonia, 
· Affected party is a party that is prevented from performing its obligations in accordance to the Agreement, as a consequence in case of Force Majeure,

· Concession period is the period for which the Concession for exploitation of mineral resource was grated, 
· Concessionaire’s bid is the complete documentation submitted by the bidder in relation to the Public Call for granting concessions for exploitation of mineral resource published on ___________2012,

· Dispute is any disagreement of the contractual parties regarding the implementation of this Agreement, 
· Case of failure to perform the obligations is any failure to perform the obligations resulting from this Agreement by the Contracting parties, and which represent reasons for termination of the Agreement and 
· Parties of this Agreement are the Grantor and the Concessionaire signatories of this Agreement. 
Article 2
Subject of Agreement

1) Subject of this Agreement is to regulate the rights and obligations of the Grantor of concession and the Concessionaire resulting from the granting of concession for exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water at the location “v.Proevce”, municipality of Kumanovo.

2) This Agreement shall regulate the objective and the subject of the concession, period of validity of the concession, the surface of the area for which the concession for exploitation is granted, the amount and manner of payment and calculation of the concession fee, conditions for conducting the concession, manner and deadlines for submission of accounts and financial or other reports ​​regarding the conducted exploitation of mineral resources by the concessionaire, the manner of supervision and inspection of the concession, the conditions for extension of validity of the concession / agreement, the manner of disputes settlement, manner and conditions under which the concession is taken away, and other conditions relevant to the subject of the concession. 
Article 3
Period of validity of the concession
The concession referred to in Article 1 of this Agreement is granted for a period of 30 (thirty) years, with a possibility for extension for another period, but not longer than 30 (thirty) years calculated from the day of concluding the Concession Agreement for exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water. 
Article 4
Area for which the concession is granted 
1) The area for which the concession  is granted, i.e. Article 1 of this Agreement, is located at location “v.Proevce”, municipality of Kumanovo, and covers an area bounded by points defined by coordinates, points interconnected with straight lines as given in the topographic map attached to this agreement in measurement M = 1: 25 000 Gauss-Kruger projection, as follows:

2) The surface area of the concession for exploitation of paragraph 1 of this Article is P =  2.0  km2 / square kilometer/. 

Article 5
Concession fees 
1) For the use of space or the surface where the concession for the exploitation of mineral resource is granted, the concessionaire is obligated to pay to Grantor of Concession fee under the conditions, in a manner and amount determined under the applicable Schedule of Rates for determining the amount of fees for issuing permits and concessions to perform detailed geological explorations and concessions for the exploitation of mineral resources. 
2) For exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water at the site “v.Proevce”, municipality of Kumanovo, the concessionaire is obliged to pay to the Grantor of Concession fees for exploitation under the conditions, in a manner and amount determined under the applicable Schedule of Rates for determining the amount of fees for issuing permits and concession to perform detailed geological explorations and concessions for the exploitation of mineral resources.
3) The fees of this Article shall be paid to the relevant payment account within the Treasury bill.

Article 6
Obligations of the Concessionaire during exploitation 

of mineral resources 
1) After receiving the license for exploitation, the concessionaire is obliged during the exploitation of mineral resources and conduct of mining activities:
· If in the process of research are discovered, objects, or objects (fully preserved or fragments) of the material culture of the Republic of Macedonia, the concessionaire is obliged to immediately stop the work and notify the Office for Protection of Cultural Heritage under the applicable legal regulations.
· To carry out mining activities in accordance with the license for exploitation, standards and technical regulations governing the performance of those duties;
· To conduct mining measurements and possess mining plans for performing the exploitation of mineral resources;
· To implement measures for protection at work;
· To take timely measures for the safety of citizens, their property, traffic and adjacent buildings;
· To conduct, at its own expense, measures for environment and nature protection as well as protection of cultural heritage, and take measures for reclamation of land in accordance with law;
· Keep records of produced quantities of mineral resources in electronic and written form in the manner provided by law, and
· To perform classification and re-categorization of ore reserves of mineral resources in a manner determined by law. 
2) The concessionaire when conducting mining activities and performing the exploitation of mineral resources is obliged at the site where they are performed to have:

- License for exploitation of mineral resources and permission to perform additional mining operations;

- Contract for the works with the contractor, if the concessionaire itself does not perform those duties;

- Certificates for professional competence of workers to perform work and for their medical condition;

- Decision for placing responsible persons for managing the execution of mining works and facilities;

- Reports on the conducted periodic inspections and testing of equipment and instruments of work to determine their condition;

- Instructions for work with measures for protection during work for the applied technological process for exploitation and mineral technology;

- Records of produced quantities of mineral resources in electronic or written form and

- Other documents prescribed by the Law on Mineral Resources and other law. 
Article 7
Beginning of exploitation 
The exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water may begin after the Concessionaire will be issued an Exploitation license in a manner and under conditions determined by law. 
Article 8
Property legal relations 
For the purposes of exploitation of mineral resource – thermo mineral water, the Concessionaire is obliged to solve the issue of the land use at which the exploitation of the mineral resource, subject of this Agreement, shall be performed. 
Article 9
Obligations for protection of waters 
1) The exploitation or the access roads that are intended for the functioning of this site should not cause negative influences on the surface and underground waters at the site or nearby. If there is a possible distortion of the water regime the investor is obliged to most urgently take measures for removing such a situation. 

2) For the purposes of protection of river beds and banks of the natural river flows, lakes and accumulations it is prohibited to conduct any works in the coast strips. 

3) The position of facilities and objects should be out of the coast strip in width of 50 meters behind the line of touching the fifty-year water for non-regulated water flows, i.e. behind the dam for regulated water flows. 

4) To take all necessary technical measures for preventing indirect oil discharge, as well as pollution materials and substances. 

5) The Concessionaire is obliged to envisage mechanical and biological treatment of waste waters from the facilities for commercial and business purpose, in accordance to the categorization of waters in the Kumanovo River, which are 3rd (third) category where the quality of the discharged water must not be above the parameters of water quality of 2nd (category). 

6) If the legal or natural person, during activities of digging the land, comes at underground waters (water sources, drain and still waters) is obliged to immediately make protection of the underground water, latest in a deadline of 24 hours from the finding and to inform about that the state administration organ responsible for performing the works in the field of environment. 

For the purposes of protection and preventing damage of water management facilities and objects, it is prohibited to perform constructions or works that would damage the objects and facilities. 

Article 10
Transport infrastructure
1) The concessionaire is obliged to provide traffic consent for connection to a public road in a manner and under conditions determined by law.
2)  The concessionaire should take measures to prevent illegal activities on the road, road and buffer zone. The width of the buffer strip of highway where construction works, which are not in function of the road, cannot be constructed or carried out is 40 meters, at main and regional roads is 20 meters, and at municipal roads is 10 meters.
3) The concessionaire, user of the concession field, during the exploitation period should not cover: road and road belt with any building material and machinery. 
4) All costs for restoring the possible deformation of the road and road area, during the exploitation of mineral resource thermo mineral water or from movement and work of the mechanization of road infrastructure, shall be covered by the holder of the concession field. 

Article 11
Obligations for environment protection 
1) The concessionaire is obliged to perform the exploitation of mineral resources according to the prescribed regime and protection measures defined in the elaborate i.e. the study for environmental protection, as well as to the additional solutions if in the course of exploitation there are indications for a need for increased volume and type of prevention. 
2) The concessionaire shall comply with the Law on Mineral Resources, Environmental Law and other regulations in the field of environment.
3) Before discharge of wastewater into the recipient, it is obligatory to clean them from possible present harmful ingredients in accordance with law. 

 Article 12
Transfer of Concession 
1) The concession for exploitation may be transferred in a manner and under conditions determined by law. 
2) With the transfer of the concession, the concessionaire acquires the rights and obligation arising from issued permits and approvals from competent authorities, in light of this and other laws. 
3) The concessionaire must not give for rent the concession for exploitation of mineral resources.
Article 13
Compensation of damage
The concessionaire is obliged to fully compensate the damages caused to third parties incurred during the exploitation of mineral resources, as well as the damages made to the environment in a manner and under conditions determined by law. 

Article 14
Provided access for special needs 
1) Through the concession area, one may build public roads, railways and other roads, electric lines, water pipelines oil and gas pipelines under conditions stipulated by law.

2) When through the concession area pass infrastructure facilities (road, transmission lines, etc.), the concessionaire must not destroy and endanger them and is obliged to enable their use by other persons.

3) In case of construction of infrastructural facilities of public interest (road, transmission lines, railways, water management facilities and other facilities of public interest) in the concession area, they may be built if the holder of a license for construction in the course of construction provides conditions for free and safe exploitation of mineral resources.
Article 15
Event of Force Majeure

Event of Force Majeure are all events that shall occur after the date of concluding this agreement, which are beyond the control of the contracting parties and which directly affect or prevent a Contracting Party to timely perform the obligations arising from this agreement.    

Article 16
  Safety and protection during work 
1) For the purposes of protection of life and health of workers, the concessionaire or contractor is obliged to organize and regulate protection during work appropriate to the specific conditions and hazards in the facilities, i.e., to timely implement measures for protection at work in the manner and under conditions determined by law.

2) The concessionaire or contractor during the exploitation of mineral resources and execution of mining works is obliged to provide technical guidance and supervision of execution of mining activities in accordance to the mining projects, technical regulations and the regulations for protection during work in the manner provided by law.
3) In carrying out mining activities, the concessionaire or contractor must take measures to protect the lives and health of citizens, immovable and movable objects in a manner and under conditions determined by law.

4) The concessionaire or contractor who performs mining activities where there is danger of fire, explosion, occurrence of toxic gases, or possibilities of penetration of gases, water and sludge, must organize rescue services and a service for fire protection in accordance to law.

Article 17
  Temporary stop of the exploitation and performing of mining works 
1) The concessionaire is obliged to report the temporarily stop of the execution of the exploitation of mineral resources due to unforeseen reasons (occurrence of gas or additional quantities of water, land sliding etc.) to the Ministry of Economy, the State Inspectorate for Technical Inspection at least 24 hours after stopping the work, and in case of a dangerous occurrence immediately.

2) If the concessionaire plans temporary to stop the work for more than six months, it must at least 30 days before the temporary halt to notify the State Inspectorate for Technical Inspection, to make a minutes for the reasons for termination of the works and the dangers that may arise during the interruption and the re-start of works. Temporary suspension of work should not be longer than one year.

3) If the concessionaire does not continue the exploitation of mineral resources after the deadline specified in paragraph (2) of this Article, he is obliged to prepare additional project in accordance to law. 

Article 18
Supervision over the concession

1) The Grantor of Concession does permanent and regular supervision of the manner and the performance of the concession activity and compliance with the obligations of this agreement by the concessionaire in accordance with law.

2) The Grantor of Concession has the right to authorize a competent authority or other independent institution to carry out constant supervision in performing the obligations of the concessionaire for the duration of the concession.
Article 19
Termination of the concession

1) The concession for the exploitation of mineral resources terminates to be valid with the expiration of the period it is granted for, regulated in the Agreement.

2) The Grantor of Concession may purchase the concession for the exploitation of mineral resources even before the deadline specified in this concession agreement, provided that there is public interest established by law.

3) The concession for the exploitation of mineral resources shall ceases to be valid when the mineral resource for which the concession for exploitation was granted is exhausted.

4) The concession for the exploitation of mineral resources shall cease to be valid when for the concessionaire is opened procedure for bankruptcy or liquidation.

5) In cases under paragraph (1), (2), (3) and (4) of this Article, the concession agreement for the exploitation of mineral resources shall cease to be valid.

6) The Grantor of Concession and the Concessionaire can unilaterally terminate the concession agreement due to breach of contractual obligations by the Grantor of Concession or the concessionaire in the manner and under conditions determined by law and this Agreement.

7) In the case of paragraph (6) of this Article, this Agreement for concession for exploitation of mineral resources ceases to be valid

8) In case of substantial violation of the obligations stipulated in this agreement by the concessionaire, the Grantor of concession may unilaterally terminate this concession agreement.

9) As important violations of the obligations provided in this Agreement, and upon which the Grantor of concession has the right to unilaterally terminate this agreement are considered the following:

- If the concessionaire has transferred the subject of the concession to another person without the consent of the Grantor of concession;

- If the concessionaire performs exploitation of mineral resources contrary to the license for exploitation, standards and technical norms and doesn’t act upon the decisions and measures in terms of environmental protection established by regulations in the field of environment;

- If the concessionaire fails to act upon the measures imposed in the procedure of supervision;
- If the concessionaire starts exploitation of mineral resources before obtaining a license for exploitation;
- If the concessionaire fails to pay the concession fee in the manner and under conditions determined by law and the provisions of this Agreement;

- If the concessionaire fails to submit a request for issuance of a license for exploitation of mineral resources within the deadline determined by the Law on Mineral Resources calculated from the date of concluding this Agreement;

- If the concessionaire does not continue the exploitation of mineral resources after a temporary suspension of exploitation and performing of mining operations;

- If the concessionaire did not conclude Annex to this Agreement at the request of the Grantor of concession within 30 days from receipt of request from the concessionaire.

10) In cases specified in subparagraphs 2 and 4 of paragraph (9) of this Article, the Ministry of Economy shall determine an appropriate period in which the concessionaire should correct these omissions.  

Article 20
Termination of the concession at the request of the concessionaire
1) The concessionaire has the right to terminate the concession agreement upon his request.

2) The concessionaire is obliged to submit the request for termination of the concession agreement to the Grantor of concession i.e. the Ministry of Economy within one year before the date specified in the request as the day which would be considered as a date on which the agreement was terminated. After the expiry of this period, if the Grantor of concession fails to notify the concessionaire for acceptance or rejection of the agreement it shall be considered terminated.

3) After the expiration of the concession i.e. upon permanent termination of the concession for exploitation, as well as in case of termination of the agreement, all undermine, shafts and their stalls shall become property of the Grantor of concession without paying the fee, and the concessionaire may alienate immovable objects such as buildings, halls, separation and other objects. 

5) Equipment and utensils for work (machines) in cases of paragraph (1) of this Article are ownership of the concessionaire, as well as all other concentrates or mineral resources that are not sold and have already been exploited.

6) At the request of the Grantor of concession, within a deadline which he shall determine, the concessionaire is obliged to remove equipment and unsold amount of mineral resource of paragraph (4) of this Article.

Article 21
   Return of documentation 
In case of termination of this agreement, the concessionaire is obliged to submit the complete technical documentation concerning the concession and the project to the Ministry of Economy, immediately after its termination.

Article 22
Dispute settlement 
1) The Contracting parties agree to resolve with accord the disputes arising from the application of this agreement 

2) In case the dispute cannot be resolved with accord, the Parties agree to resolve the dispute before the competent court in Skopje.

Article 23
Amendment of Agreement

This Agreement may be amended only with Annex to this agreement in written form. 
Article 24
Wholeness of Agreement

An integral part of this agreement is a topographical map attached to this agreement.

This Agreement is concluded in 6 (six) identical copies, three for each side.
