The new port was built on 26 square kilometers, with multi-use terminals capable of accommodating 1.7 million tons of general
cargo annually, grain facility of about 1 million tons per year, a vehicle terminal with a capacity of 500,000 vehicles per year as well
as plants to deal with livestock products.

The new port, located strategically outside the capital city of Doha, has been built on a world-class standard and was equipped with
state-of-the-art technology as well as being a vital component of Qatar’s economic infrastructure.
